How will you integrate technology into your teaching instruction?

Describe your experience working with diverse learners such as ELL and
Special Education students.

Describe your most remarkable experience with cultural diversity in your
classroom.

How will you address your students’ different learning styles?

If most of the students in your class failed an assignment, test, or project, how
would you respond?

Other than failing an exam yourself, tell us about a time when you experienced
failure and what you learned from this experience.

As a first year teacher/coach, what do you think will be your biggest
challenge?
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What type of literacy strategies do you use or plan to use in your classroom?
How will you implement elements of STEM into your classroom?

What will you do when you have third or fourth graders who cannot read?
How will you deal with a “difficult” parent?

What do you like most and dislike most about teaching? Why?

When you go into a classroom as an observer, what are you looking for? Or
looking at? What catches your attention?

Let’s pretend it’s almost the first day of school and you are going to be a
grade teacher. How would you prepare your classroom?

If you have a child in your classroom who has a difficult time with transitions,
how do you accommodate this child?
