NON-RESIDENT SCHOLARSHIPS
This award is available to students who are not 
residents of Oklahoma, Arkansas, Kansas, Missouri, or 
Texas that live on campus and meet regular admission 
requirements.
This scholarship program waives 50% of non-resident 
tuition. Students are still responsible for the remaining non-
resident portion as well as the in-state tuition costs.
Incoming freshmen that have a minimum 3.0 unweighted 
GPA and a 25 composite ACT score may be eligible for the 
non-resident scholarship.

Transfer students that have a minimum 2.75 GPA may be 
eligible for the non-resident scholarship.
