Advisors in the University Advising Center. Students interested in pursuing careers in pre-professional health, computer 

science, engineering, or music should declare their intent as soon as possible to ensure proper advisement. Students 

must declare their major in the UAC, and they will then be advised in one of the four college advisement centers by 

academic advisors and within their academic departments by faculty advisors. All Broken Arrow campus students 

declare their major upon intake with a university advisor in the Enrollment Management Center and receive continuing 

advising in the center by Academic Advisors.
